When you enter your room, you should do so politely and quietly. Remember, the judge is already watching you. 

You should say the following to the judge when he/she tells you they are ready to begin your performance. 

“Good morning/evening/afternoon. My name is (Say your first AND last name here). I am in the band program at Buchanan Middle School. I have been playing the (your instrument) for (how long you have played instrument). Today I will be performing (say the name of your piece) by (say last name of composer here). Thank you for giving me the opportunity to perform today. “

At this point, the judge will probably tell you to start whenever you are ready. You may tune to piano BEFORE your speech, but never after. Do not be afraid if the judge comes over and works with you after your solo. This is a good thing! They are here to help you improve and become better at what you do. Most importantly, relax and have fun. Music is enjoyment! Be glad that you are sharing your music with someone else, they are.
